	In RE this term, we will be reflecting on the events of Holy Week, (particularly Easter Sunday) and looking at the difference between faith and doubt, using Doubting Thomas as an example. 

We will then conclude Eastertide by beginning a new unit, Pentecost and Mission. We will look at the importance of the Holy Spirit when it descended upon the disciples and how it guides us today.
	In CCE, we will be exploring our school Gospel Virtues of ‘Compassion’.  

In RSHE, we will be learning about what helps us to grow and stay healthy. 
	Fiction- We will be reading Ron the Rat and The Great Fire of London and using this model text to write our own stories about the Great Fire of London! We will be especially focusing on the children’s vocabulary and descriptive skills. 

Non-fiction- This half term we will be focusing on newspaper reports. We will be creating our own report on the Great Fire of London, detailing the events of the fire. 


Poetry -

	In maths we will continue to focus on mass, capacity and temperature. 


We will then be learning about fractions before moving on to learning the time. 
	In History and Geography, we will be learning about the Great Fire of London! The children will learn about the history of London, become familiar with a timeline and be able to sequence the events of the Great Fire of London. We will be analysing artifacts and questioning how we know what happened in history.  
	Art/DT: 
We will see how artists have documented London events in the past; including David Best's burning sculpture to reenact The Great Fire of London.
Music: 
How singing helps us work together using Sea Shanties.

Learning how data is collected, used and displayed and the scientific learning of the conditions needed for plants and humans to survive.

	States of Matter

In Science, we will look at the three states of matter and objects that can be categorised into each state. 

We will learn about the changes states make when moving to another state and the various shapes that the states can be put into. 

We will experiment how chocolate changes from a solid to a liquid and a liquid into a gas. 
	In PE, the children will be using a variety of skills to practice for sports day. They will practice their running technique while ensuring they have the right skills for throwing and dribbling with a ball.
