	Easter, Pentecost & Mission

In RE children will continue to learn about Easter and why we use the world ‘Alleluia’
and how we show Praise to Jesus. We will also answer the big question: Why is Easter a time for joy?  They will listen and understand the story of Pentecost and discuss how we remember the gift of the Holy Spirit coming at Pentecost.







	CCE: Term virtue: Compassion
Children will begin to understand why it is important to show others compassion.

RSHE: We will be thinking about how we ‘celebrate’ with each other and will discuss what they can remember about happy
celebrations in their families and what church celebrations they enjoy?




	Children will continue to practise segmenting, blending and phoneme manipulation. They will read together daily as a class and practise spelling CVCC words, write short phrases, dictated and independent sentences using the correct letter formation and tripod grip.

They will be reading a range of stories and texts on the theme of ‘Animals Come To Visit’: Elmer, The Hungry Caterpillar, and The Snail and the Whale  They will also continue to develop their ability to write in full sentences independently and use common exception words correctly. Children will practise the correct letter formation and apply this in their phonics and literacy writing.

	Physical Development    

	In Maths children will be making simple patterns and exploring more complex patterns in geometry. They will also be adding by counting on and taking away by counting back. We will continue to deepen the children’s understanding of numbers to 20, odds and evens and number bonds. 

	Children will learn to describe their natural world around them, making observations of animals and plants. They will also explore the natural world (animals) around them by making observations. Children will also discuss and recall some important narratives, characters and figures from the past encountered in books.
	In PD children will be practising throwing and catching, using beanbags and targets.

	Children will continue to focus on paying attention to their teacher and following multi-step instructions. They will discuss and understand the importance of healthy food choices and think about how they can form positive attachments and friendships, by working and playing cooperatively.
	In expressive art and design children will experiment with design using junk modelling, collage, construction and a range of materials. They will also be able explain the processes they have used.




	Children will be able to make comments about what they have heard in small group discussions. They will also express their own ideas using full sentences with modelling and support from their teacher.
