	This half term, our Curriculum Enquiry Question is 
How do relationships affect us?

	In our Easter Unit, we will make connections between the events of Easter, Holy Week, the teachings and life of Jesus and the celebration of the Eucharist. There is a focus on learning about the appearance of Jesus to his disciples, particularly the breakfast on the shore. The symbolism of the Easter season, including the liturgical colours is also explored.
Children will also learn about the historic events surrounding the election of a new pope and the pope’s role in the church.
	In RSHE we will be looking at living in the wider world, and thinking about what makes a community. Children will understand that they belong to different groups, and what it means to have a diverse community. We will learn about how we can help everybody feel included and show respect to people who may live differently. 

In our Catholic Character Education we are looking at the school's gospel virtue value of ‘compassion’. The children will revisit the parable of the Good Samaritan and consider why and how this demonstrates compassion. The children will think about how they can be a compassionate person in their daily lives.
	For our fiction unit, we will be looking at Fables. The children will learn about aspects of a fable story and important features to include. At the end of our fiction unit the children will write their own fable.

We will then move onto non-fiction, looking at discussion texts and balanced arguments. The children will understand the features of a balanced argument. At the end of this unit, the children will write a balanced argument based on our class text (Fantastic Mr Fox).

	
	
	

	
	
	

	Maths
	History

	Arts and Culture     

	This term in Maths, we will be focusing on mastering our understanding of fractions. We’ll begin by revisiting what fractions are, how they represent parts of a whole, and how to recognise and compare them. Then, we’ll dive deeper into adding, subtracting, and finding equivalent fractions. We'll also explore how fractions are used in real-life situations, like sharing food or dividing time.

As we become more confident with fractions, we will start solving more complex problems involving them. We'll use visual aids, number lines, and practical activities to help us understand. Our goal is to not only be able to calculate with fractions but to truly understand what they mean and how they are used.

Alongside fractions, we will also be learning more about measuring. We will explore measuring in grams and kilograms and also measure capacity and volume in liters and millimeters. 
	In History, we will be looking at the transition from the Bronze Age to the Iron Age. We will look at significant aspects of these time periods and think about what daily life was like for people during this time.

The children will understand why the Bronze and Iron age were given those names and think about why the discovery of bronze and iron was significant. 

We will look at homes during the Iron Age and how archaeologists have found out about the Iron Age. We will also explore religious beliefs during the Iron Age.
	Art and DT: 

 Both classes to complete weaving. Then we go on to look at architecture, drawing buildings from different perspectives.

Music: In music we will be learning the recorders. 
	Spanish:

This term we will be learning about ancient Britain, including the Stone Age, the Bronze Age, and the Iron Age. We will explore how people lived during each period and how life changed over time. We will also learn how to say "man" and "woman" in each of these historical ages and how they were represented.
