	This half term we will be completing our statistics topic focusing on line graphs, bar graphs, pie charts and finding the mean of a set of numbers. 

We will then complete our angles topic focusing on angles on a straight line, angles in a full turn, angles in a triangle, parallelogram and rhombus. 

Our final topic will be position and direction where we will look at translations and reflection with four quadrants. 
	This half term, the children will be studying natural disasters around the world and the impact this has on countries and their citizens. They will look at earthquakes, volcanoes and tsunamis; their causes, effects and links to climate change and global warming. 
	Art/DT: Exploring Identity - The children will be completing their self-portraits and comparing with previous self-portraits in their time at Corpus Christi.

The children will learn the essential things plants and animals need to survive in Spanish. They will learn about 5 key habitats and learn the verbs to grow and to live.

	This half term in Science, we will be starting our new topic of Evolution and inheritance. We will look at key scientific figures including Charles Darwin, Gregor Mendel and Alfred Russel Wallace.
